Bow Season (early and late seasons combined) - 15 antlered bucks, 4 adult does, 2 doe 

fawns, 1 post-shed buck. 

 

Regular (“firearms”) Season - 55 antlered bucks, 2 sub-legal bucks, 2 bucks with both 

antlers broken off, 16 male fawns, 36 adult does, 13 doe fawns. 

 

Muzzleloader Season – 2 adult does, 1 doe fawn, 1 male fawn.
